Due to changes in Conditional Registration by the Department of Planning, Transport and Infrastructure (DPTI) as of 1 July 2012 log 

books will only be signed at the club meetings on Wednesday 5th November and Wednesday 3rd December this year. 

Before log books can be signed owners must present the following: 

 1. Receipt of payment of club subs for next yearôs membership (the 2015 calendar year) 

 2. Vehicle for inspection if a new log book is required.   

 3. Current registration papers. 

 4. Certificate of Exemption issued by DPTI for left hand drive vehicles. 

 5. Statutory Declaration required every year at log book signing.  Statutory Declaration must declare vehicle eligibility to be on 

the scheme and detail any modifications that have been made to the vehicle since it was last inspected, if no modifications have been 

made then the Statutory Declaration must state this. 

LOG BOOKS WILL NOT BE SIGNED UNLESS ALL APPROPRIATE DOCUMENTS ARE PRODUCED 

Log books must be signed before 31st December 2014 for vehicles to be able to continue to be legally driven on the road, if 

your log book isnôt signed by this date then you will be illegally driving an unregistered vehicle. 

Inspections and issue of new log books are required every 3 years. Vehicle inspections are available between 7:00pm and 8:00pm on 

the dates shown above.  

If your log book is not signed, notify club registrar with the reason why (eg, car off road for repairs) before the 31st December 2014. 

If your membership has not been renewed and the log book signed before the 31st December DPTI will be notified and the Conditional 

Registration for your vehicle will be cancelled by the department. 

It is a requirement under the new code that the club notifies the department as a condition of maintaining our recognition status for the 

purposes of the scheme. 
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The long weekend started early for a number of our members as they decided to head off towards Renmark on Friday morning. Unfor-

tunately any chance of having a traffic free run to the Riverland were soon dashed as the usual myriad of cars towing caravans, boats, 

camper trailers etc converged on the Sturt Highway in search of some rest and relaxation. Lunch time soon arrived and a stop in Wai-

kerie was a welcome break from the building volume of traffic.

Right before the Corvetteôs release in 1953, Chevrolet had devised a plan to use a 

checkered flag and an American flag ð the two things that best signified the Corvette 

ð as a part of itôs emblem. Well, 10 years prior to the Corvetteôs release, the U.S. 

passed the National Flag Code into federal law (Public Law 77-623; Chapter 435) and 

one of the provisions is that ñthe flag may not be used for advertising purposes.ò 

For this reason, we can now only see the original emblem in the Corvette Museum in 

Bowling Green, Kentucky. 

After learning that releasing the true emblem would break federal law, Chevy quickly went to digging through itôs own 

history to find a replacement for the American flag. Well, it began with looking into the family history of itôs founder, Louis Chevrolet, to see if there was 

a family crest to use, but no dice. Chevy then decided that since ñChevroletò is a French word, it would use the French symbol for peace and purity ð 

the fleur-de-lis. 

Thanks to Nathan at óThe Engine Bayô the Corvette Club was able to take our Vettes down & for those who do not have a hoist were able to get our 

cars up & check them out. Some did some minor work, we had about 10 Vettes & 1 Ford. This Ford lived up to the (fix or repair daily) tag. Several peo-

ple took the opportunity to check their brakes on the brake pad machineé..the Ford lived up to itôs reputation FAIL. The most excitement was caused
